RECOMMENDATION:

THAT COUNCIL receive the report for information.

Executive Summary:

At the March 28, 2011Council meeting, the Protective Services Committee
recommended to Council that a vehicle with emergency equipment be dedicated for
Bylaw Enforcement use. Council moved to postpone the discussion for budgeting for a
dedicated vehicle for Bylaw Enforcement with emergency equipment and directed staff
to bring forward a report regarding costs, usage and allocation of a municipal fleet
vehicle.

Background:

The municipal fleet currently consists of one truck for the use of the building inspectors,
one utility truck and one pick-up truck for the use of the Engineering department, and a
sports utility vehicle which is currently being used primarily by the Bylaw Enforcement
officer and on occasion by other municipal staff for out-of-town conferences or
meetings. Senior staff discussed the logistics of a dedicated Bylaw Enforcement
vehicle and collectively made the decision that the sports utility vehicle will be dedicated
for Bylaw Enforcement use and that the vehicle be equipped accordingly for the
intended use.
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Financial Impacts:

All expenses to install emergency lights and other ancillary equipment will be accounted
for in the 2011-2015 Financial Plan.

Cate Bennett — Facilitating Youth Community Service

The Chair introduced Cate Bennett, a Community Work Service Supervisor with the Ministry of
Children and Family Affairs. She explained that she has been a probation officer with the Ministry
for 18 years, with 14 years experience in the custody centre. She works with young people who
have committed an offense ( most have committed a 'soft' crime, with little or no history) and have
been assigned work to give back to the community. Police can divert youth to an 'alternate program’,
but the Court also does choose to give some youth the opportunity to avoid a criminal record. Itisa
three month process. The youth must agree to participate and admit guilt. They do a letter of
apology and agree to do some work. This is their chance to give back to the community they have
harmed.

Cate explained that she needs more contacts, that resources are tight. The work builds the self
esteem of the youth. She gave some examples of work she has had youth do including chopping
wood for elderly members of the community or putting stickers on cards. Any job that needs doing
that does not involve money is usually possible. The type of work is vast, but it has to be for non
profit. She has had youth assist with selling 50/50 tickets (without handling the money). Youth are
covered under WCB and considered to be working for the province.

One on one supervision is possible if the youth is not stable. If the work is not done, then the crown
is informed. Cate reported that it is helpful to have an update on the quality of work, etc. It is
helptul to have an update on the quality of the work because youth can use the work on their resume
as volunteer service. Youth are responsible for informing of allergies or other needs. Cate supplies
a time sheet with in/out/date/comment columns. Sometimes the youth are not suitable for the job
assigned — there is no problem with reassigning a youth who does not work out in an assignment.
Sometimes they have to be informed about basic business rules, cell phones off, closed shoes, dress
codes etc. Youth can do up to 50 hours, the average is 20 hours in 6 months, but they can have up to
a year to complete their volunteer hours. The volunteer service cannot interfere with their school or
work commitments.

Cate said that she goes in person to check out placement opportunities. She will require that the kids
meet the expectations of the service location. Praise works wonders for the kids — must realize that
they may have very poor life skills. It takes lots of patience to get these kids through, but it makes a
big difference. Some rules are that adults and youth seperation is preferred, no cash handling, and
no pictures. Swan Lake has an internship program that several youth have gone on to after having
given service there. Youth need instruction and supervision. They can paint a shed, sweep a
driveway, etc. She emphasized the value that she placed on the location/contacts in the community
and the fact that any youth found to be unsuitable for any reason would be sent elsewhere.

Members of the committee asked about broom removal in BC Parks, noted the similarities to
restorative justice — one through diversion the other through the Court, and asked about the areas of
greatest need for new contacts/locations which Cate identified as Sooke, West Shore and the
Penninsula.

Cate encouraged members of all communities to contact her if they have any possibilities of new
contacts/locations which might be suitable for as§1i37tié1g youth to give back to their communities.

b) CRATSEY

The Financial statements and annual report were reviewed.

There is ongoing concern about the gaps in service for youth at risk as a result of the recent
government cutbacks and transferring of jobs to new agencies. It will take some time before the full
impacts are felt.

TCO?2 presentations: bookings are going well for the March 30, 31, April 1 and April 27, 28, 29
slots. This year, the presentations will be done by teams of two people. CRAT will be responsible
for expenses incurred by the presenters in coming over from Vancouver, including accommodation.
It is estimated that expenses will be in the $4-5,000 range.

CRAT has some money left over from last year, and will be requesting $1500 from the Victoria
Family Court and Youth Justice Committee to cover any shortfall. Any surplus will be carried
forward until next year.

It was also decided that Bill McElroy would stay on as Chair for 2011.

c) CASA L ,
1. Provisional Acceptance- formal acceptance was granted on Jan.18, 2011 by the National
CASA membership committee, making Victoria the first chapter in Canada and one of very few
internationally. We have one year to complete our full membership requirements at which time we
will be provided with an application for full status
membership.

2. Website development- CASA for children is contracting with HoneycombWeb design to
assist us in getting a website operational. Ultimately this site will link with the CRD FCYJC website.
We are negotiating with CASA USA for a distinctive Canadian look while not straying too far from
the American design., for logos, letterhead etc. The web domain is” CASA for children.ca”

3. First Call- CASA has become a member of this provincial child serving agency coalition, and
participated in the monthly meeting on Feb.9/11 at which Mary Ellen Turpel-Lafond was a guest
speaker. ;

4. Incorporation- we have begun the process of incorporation and have reserved our name”
CASA for Children of Greater Victoria™.

5. Volunteer Victoria- we have meet with this organization who are going to assist in finding
volunteers to refer our way. We intend on beconljln_ﬁ énembers in the near future.



6. School District 62- Dianna Seaton helped arrange a phone call between Georgia and
Superintendent Jim Cambridge and have been invited to do a presentation to all school principals
later in the spring after our meeting with the administrative judge and the family law group. Each
school apparently has a teacher assigned to be the contact for “children in care’.

7. Administrative Judge Quantz et al- we have been invited to do an hour long presentation-
date to be determined.

8 Potential volunteers- Georgia met with an Allison Campbell a semi-retired family lawyer
who is interested in being a CASA volunteer. She seems to have great credentials, she sits on the
Pacific Center for the Family board.

9. Caring For First Nations Children- Georgia is meeting with this Board next week with the
hope of forming a strong alliance. They are contracted by the Ministry of Children and Families to
train First Nations in a number of areas. One of the board members is interested in becoming a
CASA volunteer.

In addition to her formal report, Georgia Peters reported that they are recruiting Board Members, are
looking forward to First Nations coming on board and are targeting a fall start up for the two year
pilot project which may be a bit ambitious.

d) Treasurer

Bill McElroy, Treasurer, gave an update to go with his report circulated to the committee with the
agenda. As discussed with the committee, $10,000 has been set aside for the Youth Mental Health
Pilot Projects. He said that it was possible to dip into this reserve a little for applications received
and then to replenish this when we receive our annual funding. We had also reserved $5,000 for
committee expenses, but because we are half way through the year, the amount required is less.

e) Priorities
The Priorities Committee has received two applications for funding this month.

CRATSEY (Capital Regional Action Team for Sexually Exploited Youth) has requested and the
priorities committee recommends support for $1,500 for Taking Care of Ourselves and Taking Care
of Others (TC02) - interactive school productions - to be offered in as many schools as can be
scheduled, including all three school districts. The goal of these productions is to raise awareness
among students from Grades 7 through 10 about the issues around sexual exploitation, including
how to be aware if they are being recruited and how to help their friends who are being recruited or
exploited. Through the diligent efforts of CRATSEY, the cost to bring this opportunity to students is
$500 less this year.

The Centre for Youth and Society has also applied for $1,500 to support a project which will take
place in the youth custody centre. The youth will write, design, and evaluate a graphic novel. The
project will engage youth in learning and develop a creative way to deliver information on transition
and support upon their release. It is noteworthy that this project is mostly funded through a literacy
grant and that the Centre for Youth and Society is matching the amount requested from this
committee with in kind contributions, including evaluation by them as well as the students involved.

The Priorities Committee also discussed the large number of projects funded by the Victoria Family
Court and Youth Justice Committee this year. We are recommending that the committee not accept
any further applications until September, when we will have received our funding from the CRD.

MOTION: J. Hackler/
That the committee table the request for funding for TCO2 until such time as it is proven that
these type of presentations are effective.

The motion failed due to a lack of a seconder after discussion on the motion.

MOTION: M. Tait/L.Achtem

That the committee support $1,500 for CRATSEY to bring TCO2 presentations to Greater
Victoria. ‘

There was some confusion and it was clarified that the motion that had just been passed was
for TCO?2 only, that each item in the report was being considered seperately.

MOTION: B. McElroy/M. Tait
That the committee support the Centre for Youth in Society's Graphic Novel Project in the
amount of $1,500.

There was discussion regarding the structure of the decision making process within the committee
and a member suggested that decisions were being made outside of the main committee. The chair
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confirmed that the process for putting an item on the agenda was the same for any member, they
could come to the steering committee to have a direct impact on the setting of the agenda or they
could send an email to request that an item be put on the agenda, or they could make a motion to
amend the agenda at the beginning of the meeting. Any changes to process for the committee would
be considered at the AGM and that due to time constraints debate would be limited to the item on the
agenda. The member remained concerned that there were unaddressed issues that could be
detrimental to the committee.

The chair confirmed that the only item up for discussion at this time was the funding of the project
with the Centre for Youth in Society. The motion was then put.

Consideration was given to the Priorities Committee recommendation that funding applications not
be taken again until September, 2011 as we have exhausted this years funding. The committee
received input from a member who was concerned that limiting ourselves with this type of motion
could be harmful, because we don't know what type of program could come through the door and
having no flexibility could be a problem. Concerns with regard to process were again brought up
and the chair halted debate on these items as they were not on the agenda. The committee was not
generally in favour of a motion and no motion was put on the floor. '

There was no report from Family Matters, Court Watch or Youth Mental Health this month.
7. Sub Committee Membership

The chair reminded members of the committee that the best way to be involved in the committee is

through a sub committee. Daleen Thomas asked if she was still the chair of communications and the

chair replied that it was a very important committee and that it was in flux at this time and that it

would need several members for the committee to be effective. The chair requested that members

who are not currently on a subcommittee consider where they would like to have an impact, and
contact herself, past chair Kyara or any subcommittee chair for more information.

8. Next Meeting is March 16, 2011 and our presenter will be Victim Services.

I am writing on behalf of Metchosin Council to seek the endorsement of the District of
Sooke for Metchosin’s application to the General Strategic Priorities Fund under the Gas
Tax Agreement for the Kangaroo Road Reconstruction Project.

Metchosin Council believes that Kangaroo Road is an important transportation corridor
in an area which has few road networks.

Colwood has developed a bold concept of turning our city into an open learning
classroom, affording teachers and students the opportunity to work on real projects
resulting in tangible benefits for all involved. Our goal, through the College Action
Committee, is to support any post secondary institution willing to locate in the West
Shore Communities and Sooke. We see this as a benefit to both our economic
development and our community’s education, saving time, energy and reducing our
carbon footprint while offering more choice and opportunities for growth.

We are pleased that in the past 18 months Camosun College has partnered with the
WestShore Centre for Learning and Training to bring general first year courses to the
region. Currently, Camosun is offering 5 courses (Psychology 150, English 150 & 154,
Criminology 154, & Art 106). Each course is filled to capacity and two courses had to be

moved to Spencer Middle School to accommodate the high demand. Additionally,

Camosun made these courses available to SD62 grade 12 students by waiving standard
prerequisites. This progressive experiment by Camosun has enabled high school students
to get a head start with their post secondary endeavors, save tuition costs, transportation
costs, and earning students credit for both high school and first year college courses. In
total, 37 School District 62 students have taken advantage of this opportunity.

We would like to support Camosun in establishing a permanent presence in the West
Shore and Sooke. We also realize that Camosun will need support from the Province in
order to expand the availability of courses in the West Shore. Our students, who are
traveling in excess of an hour each way to attend class, need this.
