142 (1) A council may establish and appoint a select committee to consider or
inquire into any matter and to report its findings and opinion to the council.

(2) At least one member of a select committee must be a council member.

(3) Subject to subsection (2), persons who are not council members may be
appointed to a select commitiee.

Municipal commissions
143 (1) A council may establish and appoint a commission to do one or more of

the following:
(a) operate services;
(b) undertake operation and enforcement in relation to the council's
exercise of its authority 1o regulate, prohibit and impose requirements;
(c) manage property and licences held by the municipality.

The Committee Structure and Function Policy and the Council Procedure Bylaw
further sets out the establishing requirements and procedures for committees.
