RECOMMENDATION:

THAT COUNCIL approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of
Transportation and Infrastructure and the District of Sooke;

AND THAT COUNCIL authorize the Mayor and the Chief Administrative Officer to
execute the Memorandum of Understanding.

1. Executive Summary:

The Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure (“Ministry”) has agreed to enter into a
Memorandum of Understanding with the District of Sooke as to Highway 14 (“MOU?).

2. Analysis:

The MOU does not create a legally binding contract; however, it does create an
agreement between the Ministry and the District to establish design guidelines or
requirements for the design of Highway 14 and the Grant Road Connector and provide an
avenue for continuous dialogue between the Parties to regularly review the requirement
for a second bridge access over the Sooke River into the District of Sooke core.

In particular, the agreement provides for the reduction of the Highway 14 right of way

width from 30m to 25m, including a 2.5m statutory right of way for the benefit of the
Ministry and the District, on either side.
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3. Strategic Relevance:

The Strategic Plan identified the need to “work cooperatively with other levels of
government for upgrades and improvements to Highway 14 and to identify a second
route in and out of Sooke”. The MOU is a proactive step towards improving cooperation
between the Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure and the District of Sooke.

The purpose of this Agreement is to establish design guidelines or requirements
for the design of. Highway 14 and the Grant Road Connector and provide an
avenue for continuous dialogue between the Parties to regularly review the
requirement for a second bridge access over the Sooke River into the District of
Sooke core.

This MOU is not a legally binding or enforceable contract, noting that the parties
do not intend to create legal relations under this MOU.

On the basis of the premises set out in Paragraphs A to D of this MOU, and the
principles and objectives set out in this MOU, the Parties would like to treat each
other with the utmost good faith with a view to cooperation, understanding, and
accordingly would like to enter into binding legal agreements to give effect to the
principles, objectives, terms and conditions set out in this MOU.

The Parties will negotiate and enter into agreements under which the Ministry will
reduce their requirement for the Highway 14 right of way from a 30m width to a
25m width including a 2.5m statutory right of way for the benefit of the Ministry
and the District, on either side, subject to terms and conditions satisfactory to
each party and the Schedules to this MOU. The statutory right of way shown in
the attached schedule is to be provided for hard and soft landscaping only.

| attended the Federation of Canadian Municipalities conference in Victoria on Sustainable
Communities.

There were five keynote speakers that spoke on issues around the world about what other cities,
municipalities and countries are doing around sustainability. Mr. Penalosa from Bogota spoke about 8-
80 rule in creating walkable and bikeable cities that boast vibrant parks and public places. All
communities should be built with the 8 year old to the 80 year old in mind. Mr. Johnson from
Vancouver spoke about how the City of Vancouver reduced their greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions by
more than 30 percent since 1990. Ms. Shaw from Translink spoke about their successful communication
plan to the public on their capital expansion plan for sustainable transportation modes. Mr. Senge from
Massachusetts spoke about the five disciplines on human values: Strategies, tools, vision, purpose and
reflection. Lastly Mr. Anielski from Alberta spoke about developing tools for measuring sustainability
and well being in communities large and small.

| attended the West Coast Mayors Panel on green innovation. This session was to encourage municipal
leaders to work together to foster a supportive regional environment for green business and innovation.

| attended the Cross-Canada Climate Champions Panel. This panel was on real results, five municipalities
had reached their goals using the five milestone framework in partners with the climate protection
program.
