Police-reported crime statistics
2010

e The police-reported crime rate, which measures the overall volume of
crime, continued its long-term downward trend in 2010, declining 5%
from 2009. At the same time, the Crime Severity Index, which
measures the severity of crime, fell 6%.

Note to readers

This release is based on a Juristat article that presents information on
trends in the volume and severity of overall, violent and non-violent police-
reported crime at the national, provincial/territorial and census metropolitan
area levels.

The crime rate and the Crime Severity Index are complementary measures
of police-reported crime. The crime rate measures the volume of crime
reported to, and substantiated by, the police, while the Crime Severity
Index measures the seriousness of crime.

Data are drawn from the Uniform Crime Reporting Survey, a census of all
crime known to, and substantiated by, police services. These crime statistics
conform to a nationally-approved set of common crime categories and
definitions and have been systematically reported by police services and
submitted to Statistics Canada each year since 1962.

Every five years Statistics Canada releases self-reported victimization data
from the General Social Survey (GSS), which measures people’s perceptions
of their experiences of crime for eight offences. The GSS captures
information on self-reported incidents of criminal victimization, including
whether or not they are reported to police. The most recent victimization
data were published in September 2010.
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TEXT

The police-reported crime rate, which measures the overall volume of
crime, continued its long-term downward trend in 2010, declining 5%
from 2009. At the same time, the Crime Severity Index, which measures
the severity of crime, fell 6%.

The national crime rate has been dropping steadily for the past 20 years
and is now at its lowest level since 1973.

Canadian police services reported nearly 2.1 million Criminal Code
incidents (excluding traffic) last year, about 77,000 fewer than in 2009.
Four property crimes accounted for the majority of the decline: theft
under $5,000, mischief, motor vehicle thefts and break-ins.

Decreases were also reported for many other offences, including
homicide, attempted murder, serious assaults and robbery. However,
some offences did show an increase, including sexual assault,
use/discharge of a firearm, criminal harassment, child pornography and
drug offences.

The Crime Severity Index (CSI) reached its lowest point (82.7) since
1998, the first year for which CSI data are available. The decline in crime
severity in 2010 was seen virtually across the country. The only
exceptions were increases in Newfoundland and Labrador, the Northwest
Territories and Nunavut.

Violent crime

Police reported just over 437,000 violent incidents in 2010, about 7,200
fewer than in the previous year. Violent crimes accounted for just over
one in five offences.

The violent Crime Severity Index declined 6% in 2010 to 88.9, the fourth
consecutive annual decrease. Decreases were reported in every province
except Newfoundland and Labrador, where police reported a 13%
increase.

There were 554 homicides, 56 fewer than in 2009. The national rate of
1.62 homicides per 100,000 population in 2010 was the lowest since
1966. The 10% decline in the homicide rate from 2009 to 2010 followed a
decade of relative stability.

The national decline in the homicide rate was driven primarily by a large
decrease in British Columbia, where the rate (1.83) was at an all-time
low. However, the rate in this province was still slightly higher than the
national average.

The number of attempted murders also declined, from 801 in 2009 to 693
in 2010. This resulted in the lowest rate for this offence in over 30 years.
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Police reported more than 22,000 sexual assaults in 2010. This
represented an increase of 5% in the rate since 2009, the first increase in
sexual assault since 2005.

Non-violent crime

Similar to previous years, most crimes (79%) reported by police in 2010
were non-violent. Theft under $5,000, mischief and break-ins accounted
for close to two-thirds of the almost 1.7 million non-violent offences.

The non-violent Crime Severity Index dropped 6% in 2010 to 80.3, the
seventh consecutive decline,

Police reported nearly 200,000 break-ins last year. The rate of break-ins
fell 6% in 2010, continuing a steady decline since peaking in the early
1990's. .

Nearly 93,000 motor vehicles were reported stolen in 2010. This
represented a 15% drop in the rate since 2009 and a continuation of the
downward trend seen since the mid-1930’s.

Saskatchewan reported the highest rate of motor vehicle theft in 2010.
This is a change from a decade-long trend which saw Manitoba reporting
the highest rate among the provinces.

The national rate of impaired driving fell 6% from 2009, following three
consecutive years of increase. However, the rate of impaired driving has
generally been declining since peaking in 1981.

In 2010, police reported over 108,000 drug offences, about half of which
were for possession of cannabis. The rate of drug offences increased 10%
from 2009, continuing a general upward trend that began in the early
1990's.

Provinces and territories

Alberta and British Columbia reported the largest declines among the
provinces in crime in 2010. The crime rate fell by 6% in both provinces,
while the Crime Severity Index dropped 8% in Alberta and 7% in British
Columbia.

As in previous years, Nunavut and the Northwest Territories continued to
report the highest Crime Severity Index values. Among the provinces,
Saskatchewan reported the highest CSI, followed by Manitoba and British
Columbia. The lowest CSI values were seen in Ontario, Prince Edward
Island and New Brunswick.

Metropolitan areas
The volume and severity of crime fell or remained stable across virtually

all census metropolitan areas (CMAs) in 2010, including Canada’s ten
largest cities.
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Only three CMAs reported an increase in crime severity in 2010. St.
John's had the largest increase, up 12%, followed by Greater Sudbury
(+4%) and Peterborough (+3%). ,

As has been the case since 1998, Regina reported the highest Crime
Severity Index, followed by Saskatoon and Winnipeg. Calgary was the
only western CMA to have a Crime Severity Index below the national
average.

Guelph reported the lowest Crime Severity Index for the fourth year in a
row, followed by Québec, Toronto and Ottawa.

Youth crime

Police reported that nearly 153,000 youth aged 12 to 17 were accused of
a crime in 2010, almost 15,000 fewer than the previous year. The youth
crime rate, which measures the overall volume of crime committed by
youth, declined by 7%.

Youth crime rates declined for most offences in 2010, including homicide,
serious assaults, motor vehicle thefts and break-ins. However, robbery
was one of the few offences to show an increase for youth in 2010, up
2%.

The youth Crime Severity Index has also declined over the past 10 years,
including a 6% drop in 2010. However, the severity of violent crime
committed by youth has not seen the same decrease. Despite a 4% drop
between 2009 and 2010, the youth violent CSI was 5% higher than in
2000.

I. Crime Severitv Index (CSI)

How does it work?

The Crime Severity Index is designed to take the relative severity of different offences into
consideration. To do this, each criminal offence is assigned a weight, with the more serious offences
receiving higher weights. The weights are derived objectively from actual sentences handed down by
courts in all provinces and territories. Here are some sample weights:

e Murder -7,042
e Robbery - 583
e Level 1 sexual assault- 211
e Level 1 assault - 23
e Breaking & entering - 187
e Theft under $5,000 - 37
e Mischief - 30

To calculate the CSI, those weights are then multiplied by the volume of each offence from the UCR
survey and then divided by the population. As a final step, in order to make the Index easier to
interpret, the Index is standardized to “100” at the Canada level using 2006 as a base year. The CSI
was first released in 2009 and is available back to 1998.

Is it better to have a high or low CSI value?
Similar to the crime rate, the lower the CSI value, the better.

Is there more than one Index?

There are three Indices: (i) an overall Crime Severity Index (ii) a violent Crime Severity Index
(offences against the person) (iii) a non-violent Crime Severity Index (all property-related offences,
administration of justice offences, traffic, drugs, etc.)

Is the traditional crime rate still available?

The traditional crime rate, a good measure of the volume of police-reported crime, continues to be
available. The crime rate is available at the national level back to 1962, and at the census metropolitan
area (CMA) level back to 1991.

What offences drive the CSI compared to the traditional crime rate?

The offences having the biggest impact on the overall CSI are break-ins and robberies, which are both
relatively high-volume serious offences. The traditional crime rate is driven by the highest-volume
offences: thefts under $5,000 and mischief.

The violent CSI is driven by robberies, while the violent crime rate is driven by level 1 assaults.

Why are my CSI values for 2009 slightly different than what I received last year for 2009?

UCR survey data are revised back one year in order to allow time for police services to send in any
updates after the data were frozen for publication purposes at the end of April. While most of the
updates received are new accused records, there are generally some minor revisions to offence counts.
As well, the population figures we receive each year include minor revisions to the previous year’s
population.
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II. Weighted Clearance Rate

What is the weighted clearance rate?

The weighted clearance rate applies the same concept that was used in the creation of the Crime
Severity Index: weighting individual offences according to their severity as determined by using actual
court sentencing data. It is expressed as a percentage, similar to the traditional clearance rate. Unlike
the CSI, it is not standardized to 100.

How is it calculated?

As an example, if a police service had the following data:
» 80 mischief offences (weight is 30) - solved 16 (20% clearance rate for this offence)
» 20 robbery offences (weight is 583) - solved 8 (40% clearance rate for this offence)

The clearance rate is the total number of offences solved (24) divided by the total number of offences
(100) times 100 =24%

The weighted clearance rate is the weighted number of offences solved: (16 * 30) + (8 * 583) = 5,144
- divided by the weighted total number of offences: (80 * 30) + (20 * 583) = 14,060
- times 100: 5,144/ 14,060 * 100 = 37%

Is it better to have a high or low weighted clearance rate?
Similar to traditional clearance rates, the higher the weighted clearance rate, the better.

Are there sub-indices for weighted clearance rates?

Similar to the CSI, there is an overall weighted clearance rate, a violent weighted clearance rate and a
non-violent weighted clearance rate. Clearance rates are also available at the individual offence level,
although these are not weighted (ie. the national or local clearance rate for homicide is xx%)

Is the traditional clearance rate still available?
Yes.

BC Ambulance Service Community Report — Station 107, Scoke

The British Columbia Ambulance Service (BCAS) station 107 Socoke responds to medical emergencies in
the surrounding areas of the District of Sooke. The area of response is roughly the size of the local RCMP
detachment response area. BCAS may also task local ambulances to respond to other communities
covered by other provincial ambulance units much the way that Fire departments and Police
departments do with mutual aid agreements outside their communities of response. Sooke has two 24
hour emergency ambulances. Our community is also covered off by units coming from Westshore and
greater Victoria.

Heart and Stroke month has now passed but as you can see from the station statistics we constantly
deal with the medical emergencies caused by Heart and Stroke incidents. Dispatch coded cards 6, 9, 10
12, 19, 28, 31 and 32 cover off some of the 911 calls that heart and Stroke incidents may fall into.

+

It is so important that in times of need that the residents do not hesitate when they are displaying any
signs or symptoms of Heart or Stroke injuries. Time is tissue in getting aid to the heart or brain. Delay
may cause a treatable problem to be irreparable.

BCAS uses preferred patient destinations for Heart and Stroke victims. Advanced Life Support (ALS)
paramedics respond with local Basic Life Support (BLS) ambulances for advanced procedures and
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protocols. The preferred patient destination in the Royal Jubilee Hospital for cardiac patients and a
direct to the catheter lab for angio for patients with ST Elevated Myocardial Infarctions.

The Heart and Stroke Foundation list cardiac signals:

SIGNALS

Pain

 sudden discomfort or pain that does not go away with rest
* pain that may be in the chest, neck, jaw, shoulder, arms or back
« pain that may feel like burning, squeezing, heaviness,
tightness or pressure

* in women, pain may be more vague

* chest pain or discomfort that is brought on with exertion
and goes away with rest

Shortness of breath

« difficulty breathing

Nausea

* indigestion

= vomiting

Sweating

= cool, clammy skin

Fear

* anxiety

» denial

BCAS in the lower Vancouver Island operates a “Hot Stroke” procedure with the preferred patient
destination being the Victoria General Hospital (VGH).

Hot Stroke Procedure:
1. One or more of the following sighs/symptoms:
a. Facial Droop

b. Slurred Speech

¢. Arm Drift
2. Onset of symptoms <5 hours (clearly defined onset)

3. Blood glucose greater than 4 mmol/|
4. No seizure activity with this episode
5. Consider Code 3 transport if transport time will be significantly reduced

6. Phone VGH emergency for early notification

Stroke patients with clear onset and persistent symptoms > 5 hours should be transferred to the
closest hospital.

The public should know the signs of a stroke. The Heart and Stroke foundation list the signals as:

Weakness — Sudden loss of strength or sudden numbness in the face,
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arm or leg, even if temporary.

Trouble speaking — Sudden difficulty speaking or understanding or sudden confusion,
Even if temporary.

Visien problems — Sudden trouble with vision, even if temporary.

Headache — Sudden severe and unusual headache.

Dizziness — Sudden loss of balance, especially with any of the above signs.

CALL 9-1-1

Don’t delay if you are exhibiting any signs of Stroke or Heart attack, call 911 and the BCAS
dispatch team will access your emergency and get you the appropriate help.

Ongoing work with partner emergency services has helped BCAS develop a better response for
the patients and communities we serve.
